e Ask your classmates what the next level would be? Every idea is built from something
else. Ideas build ideas. With this application that you are presenting on, how would you
make it better or improve it? How might another industry benefit from it?

e Be prepared to answer these questions yourself as well.



You will be graded on how well you present the materials. Make sure your presentation is clear
and interesting. You must submit all additional materials and presentations to the instructor on
the day of your presentation.
